2.2.1.2 Type of identity

“Na” means name. Name in ISNI can refer to a person or an organisation®. The
type of identity is displayed in column two.

2.2.1.3 Name of identity/identities
The name or reference of the identity/identities is displayed in column three.

Note that ISNI is not seeking to create unique headings or references for each
identity. Multiple identities can have the same main name/reference. Equally,
there is no requirement for all records relating to the same identity to merge.
Multiple records for the same identity can co-exist on the ISNI database.

2.3.1.1 Number

The number in the first column relates to the number of records retrieved. There
were 3 records with the main name or reference “Eagleton, Terry” so each is
listed individually in the display.

2.3.1.2 Data sources

The second column displays the number of sources who have contributed data to
the record.

2.3.1.3 Name

In column 3 the name listed equates to the name in the 700 field of the record. If
there is more than one 700 field, only one name will be displayed.

2.3.1.4 Date

If a date is present in the record this will be displayed in column 4. This can be a
date of birth or a date of death or both.

2.3.1.5 Title

In column 5 the title listed equates to the title in the 910 field of the record. If
there is more than one 910 field, only one title will be displayed.



2.3.1.6 Publisher

In column 6 the publisher listed equates to the publisher in the 921 field of the
record. If there is more than one 921 field, the publisher in the first 921 will be
displayed.

2.7.2 History

The “History” tab displays the search history for a particular session. The tab is
displayed at all times so can be useful in navigating around the database.

The first column indicates the search number, whether the first, second, third,
etc. of the session.

The second column displays the size of the search results. In the above example
three records were retrieved in the first search of the session (S1) and two
records in the second search (S2).

The "Command” column highlights the search performed. In the above example
search 1 was a keyword search on the name “Grant, Ted”. A keyword search is
recognisable by the presence of brackets.

Search 2 was a browse search for the name “Winstanley, Gerrard”. There are two
records with this name in the browse index which were selected. Note that for
browse results to be recorded in search history, records will need to be selected
following the guidelines in 2.3.2 and 2.3.3. The browse search itself is not
recorded.
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2.7.3 Search form

This form is displayed using the white upward-pointing arrow on a blue
background which can be found on the ISNI toolbar.

This arrow can be used to return to the search form at any point so is useful for
navigation. For instructions on using the search form, see 2.4.1.

2.7.4 Back/Forward

It is possible to go back and forward on the ISNI database using the blue arrow
keys on the toolbar:
