Performance

Performance continues to be a major priority for Fedora 4, and this release includes two important improvements in this regard. The first is the inclusion of 
the  [12], which (among other things) addressed a memory leak issue with  [13]. The second is an improvement to JBoss Transaction Manager transactions
the way blank nodes are generated. Maintaining a deep, nested repository hierarchy is a key factor in good performance with Fedora 4, and this 
improvement ensures that there are never too many direct blank nodes beneath the point in the repository where blank nodes are created.

Camel module

The  [17] module was recently promoted from  [18] to the main  [19] GitHub repository. This promotion represents the fcrepo-camel fcrepo4-labs fcrepo4
maturity of the module in terms of code coverage,  [20], and usage within the community. This module allows Fedora 4 to leverage the well-documentation
supported  [21] project, middleware that makes it easier to integrate with external systems, such as external triplestores, Solr indexes, Apache Camel
caching layers, etc., to handle everything from ingest to replication to object enhancement (e.g. generation of image derivatives or metadata extraction): 
anything that falls under the banner of "asynchronous, event-driven workflows". Users can now make use of the existing Apache Camel ecosystem to build 
distributed, message passing, soft-realtime, loosely coupled systems that involve Fedora 4. 

OAI Provider module

This release includes two improvements to the  [22] module. The first is a refactor of the repository querying logic; unnecessary code was OAI Provider
removed to make the module more light-weight and easier to maintain. The second improvement allows administrators to configure repository descriptions 
in OAI responses, such as repository name, administrator email address, and Fedora version number.
